Eligibility:
Part B effective date is not based on age but can be obtained by Disability/ESRD status. Part B is elective based on

patient paying the premium from their Social Security benefits. Refer to start date for Part B on card to determine
proper visit note template to select.

HRA:

Health Risk Assessment—self assessment of health status, behavioral risks, psychosocial risks, activities of daily
living (ADLs) such as dressing and bathing, and instrumental activities of daily living (IADLs) such as housekeeping,
managing meds, and managing finances.

Functional ability:
Review of patient’s safety (e.g. Fall risk), ADLs, hearing impairment, and home safety.
